Preparing to Worship
Hesed (Kheh’sed) is a Hebrew word often translated
lovingkindness, steadfast love, mercy or faithfulness. The
word encapsulates the idea of God’s covenant faithfulness in
relation to his people: his loyal love.
Psalm 89 1-4
I will sing of the steadfast love [hesed, KJV “mercies”] of the
Lord forever;

with my mouth I will make known your faithfulness to all
generations.
For I said, “Steadfast love [hesed] will be built up forever;

in the heavens you will establish your faithfulness.”
You have said, “I have made a covenant with my chosen
one;

I have sworn to David my servant:
‘I will establish your offspring forever,

and build your throne for all generations.’” Selah, (ESV)
Another example of two ways to express hesed/checed is in
Psalm 23:6a:
“Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me
all the days of my life,” and
Joseph Tyrpak’s “The Lord’s My Shepherd” which versifies
as
“Unmingled good and loyal love
will trace my steps through all my days.” MMB
